 ROOM IN THE INN - A huge thank you to all who have supported this ministry.  The 2024-2025 season was the busiest yet.  We were at max capacity (34) for almost the entire season.   With your generosity we were able to feed at least 40 -45 people every day.  This year more people came in requesting take out meals and food from our pantry.  Due to being at max capacity this year, we also provided over $8,000.00 worth of motel rooms and bus tickets.  During our winter shelter we served 102 different guests providing 2,717 beds for the 3 months.  We documented 10,500 volunteer hours, which came with a value of $309,435.00.  This would not have been possible without your generosity.  Whether it was giving of your time, talent, or treasure this would not have been possible.  We are so blessed to have such a caring and giving community.  We are now open for day shelter every Tuesday and Wednesday from 9-4.  People can come in and take a shower, do laundry and we provide a hot lunch.  Our food pantry continues to be another big request.  We give an average of at least 10 food boxes per week.  With this demand our pantry is dwindling.  If you would like to help us restock the following items are always appreciated:
